	The Safer and Stronger Communities Select Committee is an overview and scrutiny committee which addresses Community Safety in Milton Keynes.  Presentation by TVP Chief Constable, Sara Thornton. This was the principal business of the meeting. Sara presented the strategy for TVP for 2011-14 which has been set by the Police Authority for the Police Service in the light of the budget cuts.

The strategy identifies 6 objectives and is available at http://cmis.milton-keynes.gov.uk/CmisWebPublic/Binary.ashx?Document=32477 There is a companion booklet on the 2011/12 Delivery Plan which specifies the actions to be taken against each of the 6 strategic objectives and sets the Delivery Plan targets at http://www.tvpa.police.uk/_db/_documents/delivery-plan-2011-13(F).pdf 

Performance in the last year, at least in the Milton Keynes BCU, exceeded targets.

Milton Keynes would be least affected of all the existing BCUs by the force re-organisation because it was a BCU and was now an LPA. Other BCUs had been split into several LPAs. In practice, she didn’t think the change would be noticed by members of the public.   There were a lot of questions about the role of the new Police and Crime Commissioner (PCC) and, in particular, the membership of the Police and Crime Panel which will advise and scrutinise the work of the PCC (not of the Chief Constable). Current government proposals are that the Panel will consist of one member from each local authority. This means that, in two tier authorities some of which are relatively small, both will have a member whereas Milton Keynes, as a large unitary authority, will only have one. MKC and SSCSC have passed resolutions to ask for more representative membership.   There were some questions about police numbers. Sara said that the budget cuts would reduce officer numbers by about 250 over the next 4 years. However, resignations and retirements were running at a level which would require recruitment of about 250 officers per year and a recruitment freeze had now been lifted.   The third focus area was on neighbourhood policing. Sara said that this had been a policy of the previous government but which had now been endorsed by the coalition in its consultation “Policing in the 21st Century” which can be read at http://www.homeoffice.gov.uk/publications/consultations/policing-21st-century/. As a result, she had ring-fenced neighbourhood policing and this would not be affected by officer reductions.  The discussion then focussed on NAGs. Sara expressed her continuing support for this but said that Milton Keynes had about double the number of NAGs to other comparable areas and that Nikki Ross (BCU/LPA Commander) was conducting a review. David Livingstone, Chair of the Safer Neighbourhoods Delivery Group which co-ordinates NAGs and the only other parish councillor attending, asked in questions to be consulted during the NAG review and Nikki assured him he was at the top of her list. She didn’t specify what list! Nikki also said that there is a budget for NAGs of £12,000 but this was held centrally and available on application.  I spoke to Neil Coolman (Inspector assigned to SaferMK) after the meeting and he said that the review would be available in about July. He also said that although Sara and Nikki spoke of 33 NAGs, in practice there were only 27 operating and some of those were not operating effectively. For example, Barbara Wright at Stantonbury had said in the debate that her NAG was not working properly. One possibility would be combining certain NAGs with parish councils or local area forums and we briefly discussed some of the pros and cons.  Presentations by Superintendent Nikki Ross and Richard Solly (SaferMK). Nikki explained that the budget of SaferMK had been cut heavily and this meant a review of priorities. These were presented to and approved by the Responsible Authorities Group on 24th March (David Livingstone and I both sit as parish representatives on RAG). Note that SaferMK is concerned with multi-agency actions to address certain problems which cannot be dealt with by, say, the police alone. The priorities are;

Domestic Violence (Lead Agency Probation)

Anti-Social Behaviour (Lead Agency Milton Keynes Council)

Drug and Alcohol Abuse (Lead Agency NHS PCT handing over to Milton Keynes Council who will be responsible for Public Health when the PCT is wound up)

Reducing Re-offending (Lead Agency Probation)

Preventing Violent Extremism (Lead Agencies Thames Valley Police and Milton Keynes Council)

	Rural Buses:  Unfortunately, Stuart Simmonds who was scheduled to attend the meeting was unfortunately ill and so the item on buses was postponed. It was agreed that Andrew Geary and Phil Ayles would try to progress on behalf of the Forum with particular regard to a pre-booked taxi service to replace the 18.34hrs return service from the City Centre.
Highways Issues:  There was considerable discussion about lack of progress on Highways maintenance and it was noticed that this was in the 'Matters Arising' section which meant that the items were at least 6 months old. Rob Ward (Neighbourhood Management) was attending but unfortunately did not have an update on the lists of maintenance items sent to him by the parishes beforehand. Rob undertook to complete an update and send the planning schedule for the minor works to the Clerks of the three parishes.  There was no news on the small items requested by Richard Duffill to be completed within the 2010/11 budget.  While not wishing to criticise individual officers, it was felt that the Chairs of the three parishes should write to David Hill, Chief Executive, to bring this to his attention. I did make the point that the news was not all bad; we had good support on a number of projects including the A508 junction, the village centre and flooding at the Dips. I could have added the parking area at The Chequers. Heather Baker and Phil Ayles to draft letter to David Hill.
Updates:  
 - A508 junction: Phil Ayles reported that he and Andrew Geary had met with Ian McGregor and been advised that NCC would not do the west-side design as agreed. However, MKC would do this with in-house resources and Ian has said that he expects this to be completed by the end of May.
 - Devil's Dips Flooding. Andrew Geary reported that discussions were now taking place with the landowners. He said that this included him but that his land was unlikely to be used for the initial dry pond. £100,000 funding was in place for 2011/12.
Any Other Business:  

- Roger Castle (Hanslope resident) raised the impact on cars of the rumble strips at the exit from Castlethorpe towards The Navigation. Phil Ayles said he would raise at Castlethorpe Parish Council to see if it felt any action was appropriate.
 - Andrew Geary said that there were two wind farm schemes in the Ward; Stoke Goldington where he had arranged an evening meeting at 7.30pm on Tuesday 19th April at Hanslope Village Hall and at Little Linford where meetings have been arranged from 3.30-6pm on 6th May and from 10am-5pm on 7th May.

	BALC Launch of Specialised Legal Services : 13/04/2011  :  Phil Ayles

	BALC and Bucks CC have arranged for a Legal Service from Bucks CC’s Legal Department to be made available to Bucks and MK Parish and Town Councils. This was a presentation of those services. Apparently, it was also discussed in a recent meeting with MKC and BALC’s understanding was that MKC are very supportive of this service.  The presentation consisted of a series of short talks from different legal areas to give a flavour of what is on offer.

Freedom of Information / Data Protection. It was pointed out that DP covers a range of areas including letters from constituents, questionnaires and minutes of meetings. The speaker noted that 29 councils were present today but a quick check with the Information Commissioner’s website showed only 7 were registered leaving the remainder potentially in breach of the Act!   Could the Clerk please check (MKC Legal or SLCC) whether we need to be registered and lay a resolution if so?
Employment Law / Equality Act. Even with our few employees, we are obliged to comply and, of course, with the lifting of the mandatory retirement age, Karen can continue as Clerk for several more decades.

Property Law and Contracts. This covers leases and licences. For example, we have the lease of the shop to be renewed in a couple of years and this may be a less expensive way to do that.

Litigation. This covers

Civil actions such as debt recovery (e.g. small debts for community hall use)and defamation

Criminal actions such as those that might arise out of bye-laws such as dog fouling, speeding and HGVs ignoring route bans.

Alternative Dispute Resolution (i.e. without going to court) which can be both binding and non-binding.

Planning Law.

The service can be purchased either as a subscription of £375+VAT which covers 5 hours of legal advice (£75/hr) or bought at an hourly rate of £90. They will also quote fixed price for well-defined pieces of work (e.g. a lease). These are well below commercial rates which are often £250/hr and Bucks CC are naturally experienced in public law unlike many private firms.

MK Parish Councils do get limited advice free from MKC Legal though further advice is chargeable and, although a conflict of interest should not arise, they may feel less comfortable if the other side of the advice is MKC itself. NALC also provide legal advice for free but this is not timely and is probably only suitable for background or non-time critical issues.

I would recommend that the Clerk discusses this service in the local Clerk’s Forum and with MKC with a view to putting a resolution to the council to use this service on the rare occasions when the council requires legal advice.

BALC Training

BALC also announced some forthcoming meetings. The details will be sent out shortly;

8th June HMR&C Workshop on Clerks’ Expenses and Pay (It was also mentioned that Tony Baldry MP for North Oxfordshire is currently campaigning on this issue)

22nd June. Localism Event at Milton Keynes (Guildhall)

Following the 5th May elections, Councillor and Induction Training Seminars will be held on 25th June, 12th July at Winslow (this is the nearest for MK councillors) and 26th July.

BALC intend to provide a number of ‘hot topic’ legal seminars.

‘Eligibility’

One of the supporting papers for the meeting was concerned with powers of parish councils with relation to HS2 which is a hot issue in the south of the county. Powers very much depend on whether a council is ‘eligible’. A council is ‘eligible’  if (i) at the last local elections, 2/3 of its members were elected rather than appointed (ii) the Parish Clerk has an appropriate professional qualification (iii) at least 80% of councillors have completed relevant training and (iv) the council has published a statement of community engagement. This seems to be closely connected to a ‘power of well-being’ and powers of councils who are not eligible are restricted to S137. It is likely that this may be reflected in the ‘general power of competence’ when it emerges in the Localism Bill to replace power of well-being.

The council, along with most other MK parish councils, has previously decided not to seek to obtain Quality status as the costs are significant and the benefits unclear. However, Cllrs may wish in due course, to consider whether it wishes to become an ‘eligible’ council which would broaden its powers “to do anything which in its opinion is likely to promote the economic, social or environmental well-being of its area”. For example, this may allow the council to take some actions in respect of getting the pub re-opened. The main outstanding eligibility criteria is for Cllrs to complete relevant training.

Perhaps the council could discuss whether it wishes to become ‘eligible’ after the elections.
